DEVICE DRIVERS

At this point the computer has a "clean" installation of Windows 7 Professional with Service Pack 1.  The next step is to load all drivers that support installed hardware.  That said, driver (or for that matter, application) loading does not always go smoothly.  
THE DEVICE MANAGER IS THE WINDOW INTO THE WORLD OF HARDWARE DEVICE DRIVERS.  IF YOU KEEP THE DEVICE MANAGER WINDOW OPEN IN THE FOREGROUND YOU CAN VIEW THE DRIVER UPDATE SCAN PROCESS IN ACTION.
1. Place the Gigabyte Motherboard CD into the DVD/CD drive.  The AutoPlay will appear.
    Launch (Run) Run.exe  <YES>.
FOR THE FOLLOWING STEPS KEEP A RECORD OF ANY PROBLEMS OR ISSUES.  ALSO NOTE ANY CHANGES IN THE DEVICE MANAGER WINDOW.
2. At the Gigabyte Xpress Install Window, uncheck the following items:
· Google Drive
· Google Toolbar for Windows Explorer
· Norton Internet Security
3. Click the yellow <Xpress Install>.  Driver installation will begin.

4. The PC will automatically reboot twice.  Each time, use <F12> to boot from your HDD.

5. Navigate to the Device Manager to watch the installation in real-time.
6. Windows 7 requires you to set the network location.  Select <Work Network>, <Close>.

7. At the Windows Security window, select <Install this driver software anyway>.

8. When the install is finished, <OK> to the reboot prompt.

9. Remove the Driver installation disk.

10. Review the Device Manager at this point.  Close the Device Manager.

11. Restart Windows.  Use <F12> to boot from your HDD.

12. Restart again if prompted.  Use <F12> to boot from your HDD.
13. Recheck the Device Manager and verify that all devices are registered properly.   If there are any yellow

      marks then the device driver installation steps failed and the problem has to be resolved before
      continuing.  However…
It is normal for the Device Manager to show a problem with a single PCI device in our PC.  This is the M2
NvME SSD.  Right click on the device icon to show the context menu.  Select <Disable>,  <YES>.

14. Open all references in the Device Manager one at a time again.  Verify that all the hardware matches
       the device references.
